In response to a request from the youth for 

help focusing in worship, we have created a 

Worship Focus Station in the Sanctuary. 

This is now available to youth and adults 

weekly and will provide items like note-taking 

sheets, adult coloring pages, and other quiet 

activities for hands so that minds can focus 

in.
